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Introduction

Rosamystica Community School is located in Matero compound about 20KMs-Westhof
Lusaka town. Mtero is one of the most densely populated compounds in Lusaka. The compound
has high rates of unemployment, the majority of people earn their living through conducting
informal business activities such as selling groceries, vegetables and in some @ases st
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crashing. Matero is also considered as a high crime rate area in Lusaka and the compound is
resident to a lot of thugs, criminals andanvicts who terrorise the community on a daily basis.

Following the support received from Hewleg
Packard NorgeAS that was received at th
beginning of 2009, Rosamystica commun
school has managed to kick start construct
activities at the school. The structures built
at an advanced stage.

A dilapidate building that was present at t}*
school premises befe support from the donor{ «
has been successfully demarciteditioned
and will be ready for use by the children befqg
the start of the thirg3™) school term calenda ;
in September, 2009. The building has now be<

The demarca&d building has been plasterg
and floored, what remains to be done is to pa
the structure. All fittings including, doors an
door frames, window pens and frames,
roofing has already been done.

A wall fence that was put up earlier at the schodafe guard building materials from thievery

and also to safe guard the lives of innocent children during lessons now has a sliding gate that
was mounted towards the end of May, 2009. The premises can now be locked during night time
and when not in use.

The support from Hewlett Packard Norge AS has not just built new classrooms for the
educational programme of the children, they have also provided maximum security both to the
school premises, the children and teachers at the school.

The school has also itiua total of six (6) toilets at the school, four (4) pit latrines meant for the
children and two (2) VIP toilets meant for the teachers. The toilets are complete and ready for
use once they have been painted. The toilets are compromised of two bldtksreablock
housing a total of two pit latrines and one VIP toilet. The VIP toilet uses a separate entrance, and
at the back there is an entrance to the two pit latrine toilets for the pupils.
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Challenges

The biggest challenge at the school has bbenprevalence of high crime rates in Matero
compound. After the wall fence was put up at the school, the caretakers were constantly leaving
in fear as there was no gate at the time so
thieves could be heard at night walking around

the school premises lowmlg for something to
snatch or steal. But after a sliding gate was put

up at the school, no report of thieves has been
reported and security has been improved at the
school.

Another challenge was building both the
toilets and classrooms simultaneouslyeréh
was a lot of work for the bricklayers but they
successfully managed to complete their task as
assigned.
